the order of large cities

Human beings have at all timeg instinctively had a tendency to form

an order within society, The objectives of establishing order in ur-

ban settlements are: (i) to enable the physical and intellectual devel-
opment of individuals, and (ii) to transform urban society into a bal-
anced and healthy organism,

The concept of establishing order in urban settlements could be de-
fined as " organisation and ordering of human living spaces®. The
problems of urban planning must be investigated within the follow-
ing three dimensions in order to realize this concept: (i) the social
dimension of settlement problems, (li) the economic dimension of
gettlement problems, and (iii) the aesthetic and artistic dimension
of settlement problems.

Regional migration towards the large eities in Turkey has resulted
in congestion of working and living areas and in the settflement and
agglomeration of the population in certain areas. The symptoms
arising from this concentration may be physiological and psychol-
ogical, The negative results of these symptoms can easily be
traced in social relations,

The skatistical findings in concentrated reglons prove that the num-
bar of illnesses, deaths, criminal cases, and homicides increage In
proportion with the increase in concentration of population in these
regions, The problems that arise from the detericration of the so-
cial order in the cities strongly effect our daily lives in a negative
Way,

Especially the eontinuation of all kinds of activitiea of people living
in large cities in orderly fashion is dependent upon the balanced and

Lne
physical and psychological halance, the sufficient recreation of peo-
ple after work, upon which individual activity rests, is dependent on
the solution of the problems of housing and all kinds of service and
recreation facilities.

At pregent, in the large cities that develop without planning, residen-
tial areas, work areas, commercial, administrative, social and cul-
tural services, health and educational institutions are distributed on
urban areas in a hapharzard and totally random way from city cen-
ters to the periphery, Such random distribution creates great prob-
lems in city life, destroving the =ocial order and urban organization,

Such random and planless distribution in large cities create trans-
portation problems that are very difficult to solve. The movement
of city dwellers upon urban areas in their daily activities must re-
main within tolerable travel distances, and must not exceed certain
time limits. For example :

. The student's way to school

. The houge-wife's daily shopping route

. The working people's way to work

. ‘The city-dweller's route to all kinds of services

Unless the necessary services, that must be present within neigbor-
hood units making up the city, are distributed in a balanced way, city
dwellers will spend the hours they could allocate to rest, cultural
activities and sports aimlessly on the roads within jammed traffic,
It is accepted that city dwellers move ten times as much within the
cities in comparison to the last century,

Furthermore, the population of large cities have on the average
trippled in the last 25 years, and the number of private vehicles
has increased in the same proportion. Therefore, the need for road
area in our cities is nearly thirty times more than the presently
allocated area.

It is observed that this continuous increase in the population of
large cities confronts them with problems such as:

. Housing shortages

. Byuatters and slum neighborhoods

. Infrastructural (water, gas, telephone, power, ete) short -
ages

. Superstructural (transportation system, mass transporta-
tion vechicles, ete. ) shortages

. Municipality services that cannot reach the periphery in
growing and spreading cities

. Waste of hours, that could be allocated to rest, in traffic

. Urban services insufficient for fast growing population,

cities, 57 % percent of the World's population and 4{ % percent of
Turkey's population live in the cities, The present 17 million urban
population will reach 48 million in 1995, and 75 % percent of the
country's population will live in the cities,

The large cities, generally, provide quite a number of opportunities
lor their inhabitans, However, in return. they bring restrictions
such as;

1. Restriction on living space

In residential areas, the horizantal order of houses have transform-
ed into vertical order, and individual family houses have been re -
placed by cellular housing in high rise apartment buildings, The
living space area for each individual have been restricted.

2, Restriction on Clean air and Green nature

Clean air and green nature are the elements that provide rest, sleep
and strength for the urban dweller, Their presence is necessary for
the individual's psychological balance and world of imagination.
These important elements have been restricted in the large cities.
On the other hand, does not the city dweller's going out to nature
with a transgistor radio, in a way express that he has been poisoned
by noise.?

3, Restriction on time

llegardless of limitations on daily work hours the rhtym of working
and living in the large citics has be come immeasurably faster, The
urban man has performed an incredible degree of adaptation to these
physical pressures, However, this will soon become unbearable, The
large city dweller, within a development that cannot be restrained,
hag had to accept the sky-scraper as his housing, a miniature of a
home, clored city water, polluted city air, the noisy radio of his dis-
respectful neighbor, waiting in long lines for hours for transport,
having to pay [ines many times hecause he has to park in prohibited
places, and almost all of many similar problems of living in a large
city.

The big eity dweller has to live fast, His time is not measured by
the unit of hours but by minutes, Daily work hours have heen short-
ened, vet, the city dweller tries to earn more and raise his standard
of living by working overtime, The nervous systems of people living
in large cities is tired of such fast living and noise. The city dwell-
er might have a comfortable home and facilities of an advanced
technology, but his time for relaxalion has been constrained.

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The Role of Hous ing in the Lives of the Large City Dwellers

City dweller's home will protect him from the pressures of an in-
dustrial civilization. ITis home will take the working man away from
the world outside, and will ereate the suitable conditions for him, en-
abling him to regain his pavehological balance, The large city life
causes the dweller to be alienated from certain attachments,

1, The Large City Dweller is Alienated from Land

Diay by day, the large city dweller falls into a superfical environment
and is alienated from the land., The flower in pot, the bird in the cage
or the zoo in the city proves the eity dweller's wish to maintain his
relations with nature and land, The car, which is a burden to the city
dweller within the city, zives him the possibility of reaching nature,

The Large City Dweller is Alienated From His Own Self

A fast working life causes the dweller to be detached from himself,
His living style strengthens the tendency to escape from all kinds of
creative individualistic efforts, In a noisy urban life, taking all things
easy, and remaining passive begins to look more attractive to him,

3, The Large City Dweller's Social Responsibility Decreases

The disinterest towards work in the city observed in the large city
dweller could be interpreted as a natural conseguence of technical
development and the civilization of affluence,

The large city dweller is generally anxious, His tendency to start
gocial relations with his environment decreases, his feelings of mu-
tual help and good neighborliness deflates.On the other hand, in
smaller citiezs a more developed zocial life more closer human go-
cictics are ohserved,

If the problems within the large city complex are divided into com-
prehensible units, it will be easier to solve the problems within
these units. As a result of these psychological "study", it appears
that there is a necessity to aceept a mumber of new principals in
designing the residential areas of large cities.

Partition of large city population into residential units, enabling the
relation of these units with nature, easy access to service facilities
can have a positive impact on the disorderly life of the large city,
Otherwise, the large city dweller will maintain his life in an irre +
spongible way, having lost his personality within masses of people,
disinterested in his environment and to those who are eloge to him,
lack social relationzhips.

neighhorhoods were people who knew each other well and who shar-
ed each other's fate,

The organic and social order which the Western societies try to es—
tiabligh today through great efforts, existed in the Old Turkish neigh-
borhoods,

It is observed that this idea which iz based upon a firm foundation
still preserves its meaning in the 20 th century public housing plann-
ing,

The residential nuclei becomes constructive through apprehension of
all problems by the people who live there, The neighborhood dwellers
must feel excitement and responsibility for the problems concerning
them, The demand of the eity to govern themselves through local,
small administrative organizations will thus he realized.
